Annual General Meeting and Elections 2010

Our local Annual General Meeting will be held Wednesday June 2. The meeting will
include the elections of the executive for 2010-11 and consideration of any proposed
changes to unit by-laws.

The AGM is currently scheduled to take place in the Orchard Park Office Complex
(same building as our unit office is located) on the Ignatius property. The specific
location of the meeting will be confirmed following the Nomination Deadline (May
14th). The location may need to be changed should contested elections occur and
numbers warrant. The meeting on June 2" will start promptly at 4:30 p.m. with the
election of the executive for 2010-11.

There is no election this year for Unit President as Jim Whitechurch is in the middle of
a two year term. All other positions are open for nomination and election. this year.

Vice President (from Elementary) - 1 year term

Vice President (from Secondary) - 1 year term
Vice-President (from Occasional Teachers) - 1 year term
Secretary - 1 year term

Councillors (5) - 1 year term

The rules and procedures for unit elections are outlined in the unit's By-laws. The key
provisions are outlined below.

Candidates for all positions must be nominated 20 days in advance of the election
meeting date. To be nominated, simply inform the Election/Nomination Chair (Jim
Whitechurch) in writing by 4:30 on Thursday May 13th. Further nominations may
be made from the floor only for positions which remain open after the nomination
deadline.

The names and a brief profile of all candidates will be published in the Wellington
Works due out at the end of May.

Where the number of nominated candidates exceeds the number of positions,
there will be a secret ballot held to determine the winner. Candidates for President
will have a maximum of five minutes to address the meeting, followed by a short
question and answer period. Voting will begin immediately thereafter. Voting will
remain open until at least 5:15 (may be extended at the discretion of the meeting
chair). Candidates for all other positions will have three minutes. Order of speakers
will be determined by lot.

In the event of a contested election for any of the Vice-President positions there
will be opportunities to cast your ballots in advance for this position only. During the
week prior to the election there will be two locations (one county, one city) for anyone
wishing to cast her ballots in advance. The specific dates and locations for the
advance polls will be announced following the close of nominations on May 14. Also
on the day of the election, the polls will be open prior to the general meeting (3:30 to
4:15). In accordance with provincial and local by-laws, no proxy votes are permitted.

Defeated candidates may "drop down" to run for other positions simply by stating this
intention at the time nominations are opened for that position. For councillor position,
you may vote for any number from one to five.

All members of OECTA as described in the OECTA handbook are eligible to vote for
or run for all positions, with the exception being that only occasional teachers may
run for Vice President Occasional. (as for VPs Elementary and Secondary)

Members of the executive meet twice a month on Monday nights and sit on a variety
of committees and sub-committees. For more information, please e-mail or call.

Professional Responsibilities to Colleagues

OECTA often receives questions and concerns

about the various roles teachers play as parents,
extra-curricular organizers, P.D. organizers, tutors,
coaches, and organizers of student activities.
Sometimes the lines between our roles and
responsibilities as teachers and parents, teachers and
colleagues, and teachers and volunteers become
blurred or confusing. Sometimes they may seem
diametrically at odds.

When is a teacher not a teacher?
The short answer : NEVER.

Whether you are responding to certain situations in
an alternate role as parent or a coach, you need to
remain cognizant of your responsibilities as a teacher.

A teacher must always be a professional and behave
in a manner that is respectful and supportive of
colleagues (including particularly other teachers, but
also administrators, EAs, volunteers etc.).

Regardless of whether a teacher might be a parent or
volunteer in a school, or even just an enthusiastic
participant in a school’s extra-curricular life, a few
things are important to remember:

Before we embark on new initiatives, as well-

intentioned as they may be, we should think about
how these ideas and programs will impact on
colleagues’ timetables, breaks, lunch periods, and
after school schedules. It is one thing to volunteer our
time and work; it is quite another thing to volunteer
another teacher’s time and work.

When we volunteer to organize or assist in school
related activities, whether it be our own school or our
child’s school, we must ensure that we are not putting
additional strain on our colleagues, who may not wish
or be able to become more involved.

When we are following up on issues with our child’s
teacher, we should always ask ourselves if we are
behaving in a manner that we would appreciate a
parent behaving toward us. We should not expect or
demand things that we would not want parents to
expect or demand of us.

If we do have a complaint or concern about our child’s
teacher, we, as professionals, have specific duty to
follow the Board’s complaint processes and the rules
outlined in The Teaching Profession Act. Teachers
have a particular and legal obligation to treat
colleagues in keeping with these protocols.

When is a teacher not a teacher?

The short answer : NEVER.
